Add-on scenery for CFS1 (Europe)

Tarrant Rushton

Tarrant Rushton is situated a few miles east of the town of Blandford Forum, about halfway between Dorchester and Salisbury, in the beautiful county of Dorset, Southern England. 
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History

RAF Station Tarrant Rushton was home to the RAF’s 298 and 644 heavy bomber squadrons, ‘C’ Squadron of the Glider Pilot Regiment and No. 14 and 15 Hamilcar Glider Servicing Echelons. Thanks to its main runway being over a mile long, Tarrant Rushton was the only RAF station in the country to have the massive General Aircraft Hamilcar glider which could carry everything from a seven tonne Tetrarch tank to jeeps, gun limbers, Bren gun carriers or motorcycles.

Together with the Airspeed Horsa glider, Tarrant Rushton perfected the training of glider pilots, airborne forces and RAF aircrews using Handley Page Halifax four-engined bombers as tugs. Playing a vital role in the D-Day, Arnhem and Rhine Crossing operations of the second world war, Tarrant Rushton landed the very first Allied troops in Normandy just a few minutes into Tuesday, June 6th, 1944.

RAF Halifaxes from here in the middle of Dorset helped take the Allies’ secret war into the heart of occupied Europe - France, the Low Countries, Norway and Denmark; dropping supplies of food, arms, explosives and ammunition to the Resistance; dropping SAS troops behind German lines with jeeps; and parachuting SOE agents into occupied Europe.

Scenery Notes

The scenery ground textures have been developed from an aerial photo of the airfield taken in the 1940´s, which is just about as authentic as you can get!

The scenery features four ‘B1’ (11776/41) hangars, and a typical RAF Watch Office (12779/41).

It also features, by kind permission of Roger Lowery (RAF_Prune of the RAF662 CFSG), several gorgeous Avro Lancasters parked on hardstands around the perimeter track. Thanks Roger!

Most of the airfield is a refuelling area (stop anywhere, switch off the engine, and your tanks will be refilled automatically). There is also an NDB/ADF transmitter tuned to 667KHz.

One limitation of using texture tiles, placed with CFSmap, to create the airfield layout is that the original terrain on which the tiles are laid out has to be flat. This was a problem given that the exact spot where Tarrant Rushton is located is quite hilly in CFS1, and in the end I had to settle for placing it on the CFS1 stock Manston airfield (note that Microsoft boobed when looking up Manston on the map – instead of the famous Manston forward fighter airfield in Kent, they picked the nice little village of Manston in Dorset, which was convenient for me because they left that area flat :-).

Installation

Requires that the standard VOD textures (this scenery makes use of vod*.pat) already be located in the texture subdirectory of your main CFS directory. They can be downloaded from the “must have” files section at http://www.flightsim.com (search for file vodtex27.zip).

Also requires the textures, lancaste.*af, from Roger Lowery´s Avro Lancaster. This has to be downloaded from the RAF 662 CFSG site: http://www.dyno-tech.com/bravo/ally_bombers34.html
1) Open tarranmr.zip and extract the contents to your main CFS folder keeping the structure of the folders in the zip.

2) Copy the contents of the Lancaster´s texture folder into the texture folder in CFS/scenery/Tarrant Rushton/texture

3) Start CFS

4) Select Free Flight

5) In Free Flight, select Fly Now

6) Click on World on the menu bar, then move down and click on Scenery Library

7) Click on OK

8) In Scenery Library, click on Files

9) In Scenery Areas, click on Add

10) In Add Scenery Area, enter the following into the Scenery area path: scenery\Tarrant Rushton\scenery\*.BGL
11) Enter a title (such as Tarrant Rushton) into the the Scenery area title.

12) Select “Local” in Scenery area type.

13) Click on the Scenery area active box (so that a cross appears).

14) Click OK three times until you are back in your cockpit!

15) Select World from the menu bar, then Go To, then Airfield and then choose “Tarrant Rushton” from the list of airfields

16) Click OK

17) Take off!!!
